While the particular protective equipment and personal discipline will minimize this risk, the risk of
serious bodily harm continues to exist. | understand that | will be exposed to risks and hazards while on the properties and land EAC uses. |
fully understand this waiver and sign it freely and voluntarily. | understand the additional risks include, but are not limited to, being struck by
BBs, injuries from natural or man-made obstacles and other structures in and around the playing and staging areas.

2. Assumed Risks: | fully understand and acknowledge that; (a) risks and dangers exist in my use of Airsoft equipment and my
participation in Airsoft activities; (b) my participation in such activities and/or use of such equipment may result in my injury or iliness including
but not limited to bodily injury, disease strains, fractures, partial and/or total paralysis, eye injury, blindness, heat stroke, heart attack, death or
other ailments that could cause serious disability; (c) these risks and dangers may be caused by the negligence of the owners, employees,
officers or agents of Evergreen Airsoft; the negligence of the participants, the negligence of others, accidents, breaches of contract, the forces
of nature or other causes. These risks and dangers may arise from foreseeable or unforeseeable causes; and (d) by my participation in these
activities and/or use of equipment, | hereby assume all risks and dangers and all responsibility for any losses and/or damages, whether caused
in whole or in part by the negligence or other conduct of the owners, agents, officers, employees of Evergreen Airsoft, or by any other person.

3. Eye Protection Requirement: | am aware that an eye injury may occur, including total loss of vision, without the presence of proper
and approved eye protection. It is my responsibility to take proper precautions to mitigate the risk. | agree to wear eye protection at all times
on the playing field or target area in accordance to EAC Rules. If | am unsure about the quality of my eye protection, | agree to seek approval
from the field operator, officer or agent of EAC before engaging in airsoft activities.

4, Physical Condition: | understand that the activity of airsoft is physically and mentally intense. | certify that | am in good health and
that | do not have a heart condition, physical ailment or any other condition which could be worsened or cause injury or death as a result of the
stress and or physical demands of participating in the sport of airsoft. | understand it is my responsibility to consult a physician on my health
condition before playing airsoft.

5. Rules of Play & Hazardous Conditions: | understand the rules of play and will comply with all rules, regulations and the direction of
all supervising staff and officers of EAC. If | observe hazardous conditions of any kind, | will bring these conditions to the attention of the
supervising staff.

6. Release and Hold Harmless: [, on behalf of myself, my personal representatives and my heirs, hereby voluntarily agree to release,

8. EAC Rental Equipment: | understand if | am using EAC or third party rental equipment, | agree to all rules abiding EAC or third party
rental equipment and agree to hold EAC harmless with respect to provisions in this entire document. | agree to pay for any damages to
equipment that is caused by negligence, loss, abuse or accident. Any lost or damaged EAC equipment will be charged to me at full retail
replacement or cost of repair.

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EVERGREEN AIRSOFT GENERAL RULES

THIS IS A RELEASE OF LIABILITY — PLEASE READ CAREFULLY BEFORE INITIALING

AEG's (Automatic Electric Gun) and all other airsoft guns are not toys. If you are going to play airsoft,
you should first have some education in handling a projectile firing device. Safety is paramount.

Always treat an airsoft gun with respect, and always treat it as if loaded, even when you

know it isn't.

Don't allow an unsafe condition to exist. ie; ANYTIME an airsoft gun is pointed at a person not wearing
protective eyewear, THIS IS AN UNSAFE CONDITION. This is the difference between "neglect" and an

"accident". Know the difference and don't let it happen on our field!

Also bear in mind the realistic appearance of all types of airsoft guns. Airsoft guns and activity should
never be in a "public" environment. Transport, and handle them in a way that respects every situation,
and any person that may come into exposure to you. This responsibility is yours, not the people
entering the environment you create with airsoft guns. This is an adult recreation; conduct yourself as

such anytime you are engaging in any kind of airsoft activity.

Please read carefully and initial that you understand it.

NO LITTERING ON THE FIELD!!! (This includes cigarettes; do not smoke on the field.)

EYEWEAR IS TO REMAIN ON AT ALL TIMES WHILE YOU ARE ON THE FIELD.

PROPER EYEWEAR: Proper eyewear is eyewear the seals to your face. Players 17 and under
require full face protection. Facemasks or balaclavas are recommended for all players, but not
required if you are 18 and over. Be aware that a close range hit from an AEG can leave welts,
abrasions, light scarring on your face, and on occasion, have been known to chip teeth. If
you choose not to wear full face/head protection, then you, and you alone are responsible for
the risk of injury. If you play airsoft, it is not reasonable to assume you won't get shot in the
head/neck area. Eyewear must be of a wrap around style, that seals to the face so as not to allow a
BB to "sneak" in from the side, and must be able to withstand a point blank hit from an upgraded
AEG. If you are not sure about the reliability of your eyewear, then present it for testing by an EAC
officer it before coming to the field.

CUSTOM EYEWEAR: If you make your own custom eyewear, it must be cleared, and tested by an
EAC officer before being allowed onto the field.

EYEWEAR MUST REMAIN ON AT ALL TIMES WHILE ON THE FIELD!!! You must resolve any
fogging or visibility issues before going onto the field. If you remove your eyewear on the field, you
will be ejected immediately from the game.

GUN LIMITS, ORANGE TIP REQUIREMENT and/or BARREL CONDOMS: General limits for full
auto guns are limited to 400fps with a 0.20 bb, and 365fps, with a 0.25 bb. Player agrees to
mandatory chrono check during check-in. Player agrees to have an orange tip or use of Barrel
Condom to participate in all Evergreen Airsoft events on DNR land. We will provide orange tape if
you do not have an orange tip during chronoing. Barrel condoms to be on weapon when walking on
paved road to and from field.

BIODEGRADABLE BBs: Player agrees to use biodegradable BBs only to participate in all
Evergreen Airsoft events on DNR land. If you do not have Bio BBs, there will be BBs available to
purchase on site.
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EVERGREEN AIRSOFT GENERAL RULES (continued)

HITS:

Ricochets do not count. Gun hits do not count. However, a gun hit does not exclude you from additional hits to the
body or gear. Hits anywhere on your body, on any of your tactical gear and any part of your clothes count. No
matter how far away it came from, or who shot you, it is a hit. Getting shot by your own teammate is also a hit. Hits
do not have to be felt to count. Look and Listen. If you see bb's bounce off a teammate, inform them they are hit.

DISPUTES:

If you feel you've hit someone, and they do not call it, don't call it for them, create a conflict, or dispute on the field.
Bring it to the attention of one of the Evergreen field officers. We will deal with problem players. Not calling your
hits is considered cheating. If you are noticed not calling your hits, you can be asked to leave, and players with a
bad or combative attitude will be told not to come back.

DEADMAN:

Dead men do not talk! Once you are hit, remove the magazine from your gun (with the exception of medic, and re-
spawn variations), hold your gun and hands up so as to adopt a neutral body language. Do not shoot at dead
players, or use them as cover. As a dead player, do not provide cover for your teammates. Quietly and directly exit
the field, without interfering with ongoing combat, or if game variation allows, head for your re-spawn point. In a
medic game variation, you may call for a medic, but no other information is allowed. You may not inform a medic if it
is "safe" for them to come to you. EYEWEAR IS TO REMAIN ON AT ALL TIMES!!!

Physically contact between opposing players in not allowed. No "hand to hand", wrestling, or tackling, not even in
jest. The only exception is "tapping"” a player out in a medic scenario.

At no time is a player allowed to "fake" being dead. Also, players are not allowed to verbally lie as to which team
they are on. For example; if a player asks you "blue team, or red team!" You may not say "red team" if you are blue.
However, you don't have to answer at all. Be aware, if you don't answer, you are going to be shot at.

Players may not exit, and re-enter the play field during the course of a game. Make sure you have everything you
need to complete a game. If your battery goes down, or you run out of ammo, make sure you have more next time.

GAME OVER:
When a game is over, pass the word along. Remove the magazine from your gun, fire twice to make sure no bb is in
the chamber, and switch the safety on.

The use of bb's heavier than 0.25 are allowed on a person-by-person basis for experienced known players with a
proper gun for the application. If you wish to use a heavier bb you must ask the field operator before hand. All full
auto AEG's must still meet the chronograph limits set forth herein.

ABSOLUTELY NO METAL BB'S ARE ALLOWED! If you use these on the field, you will be told to leave!

DOWN TIME REDUCING RULES:

When a game is over, and you have left the field, resupply yourself, and be prepped for the next game as quickly as
possible. The next game start will be announced, if it hasn't been already pre planned at the beginning of the day,
and players that are not ready, may have to sit out a game in order to start games on time. When it is time to enter
the field and head to your teams starting point, you must be ready. You will not be allowed to enter a game late
without the field operators’ approval.
